
SUMMER CAMP 2025!!!! 
 

 
 
Troop 350 will attend Summer Camp at Camp Comer, Alabama from June 15th through 
June 21st, 2025.

Costs: The minimum costs for camp is $360.00.  Some merit badges may have 
additional costs, and scouts who chose to do the High Adventure (~$100) or Whitewater 
rafting (~$70.00) will incur additional costs.   
 
Payments: We will have three payments over the upcoming months, or you can pay all 
at once - your choice.  Those dates are: Feb  3rd, April 7th, and May 19th. Scouts must 
pay $100 on February 3rd to reserve their slot.  
 
Merit Badge sign-ups: around March there will be sign-ups for merit badges and 
activities. I will send out a separate email for that with a link with the schedule and what 
badges are available.   
 
Medical Forms: All scouts will require an updated medical form part A, B, and C within 
the last year.  Summer camp ends on June 21, so the medical form must be signed by a 
doctor on part C after June 23rd, 2024. All adults also require an updated medical form, 
to include part C.   
 
Adults: We require to have around one adult per 6 to 7 scouts. Costs for adults are free.  
Please sign up for the entire week, or if you can only make a few days let me know as 
well.   



 
White Water Rafting:  
We have contracted with an outfitter to provide interested Scouts and Scout leaders an 
unforgettable whitewater rafting trip down the Ocoee River. An air-conditioned bus 
transports Scouts from camp after breakfast and returns them in the afternoon, soaking 
wet, exhausted, and thrilled with the trip. The fee for the trip is $70 per person, which 
includes lunch. State law requires all rafters on the Ocoee River be at least 12 years 
old.
